Title: Analysis of the Professional Success of CC Recipients

Description: It has always been an assumption that success in Toastmasters (as defined by earning a CC) is closely linked with success in the outside professional world (as defined by income). Over the next 12 months, we will be interviewing CC recipients in a variety of fields, asking them about how the speaking and leadership skills that they gained from Toastmasters has affected their professional life, particularly how much they think their salaries increased because of it. In our final report, we will analyze the data and propose possible publicity campaigns based on it.
